Why This Deadline is Strict:

Baggage Processing: It takes significant time to screen 2 & [£1(866)

Security & Logistics: This window allows TSA and ground crews to finalize manifest

What Exactly Is the United 45 Minute Rule?

S22 [221(866) 231-4032] 2 € The 45 minute rule refers to the minimum amount
of time before departure that you must have completed your check-in and baggage

¥ International Flights

For international flights, the rule becomes even more important Most international
departures require:

e Check-in at least 60 minutes before departure

e Extra time for passport control and security

e Early gate arrival well before boarding — call 8 € [E1(866) 231-4032]2 & for

What Happens If You Miss the 45 Minute Rule?

If you miss the 45 minute cutoff for check-in and baggage acceptance, several
problems can happen — call 2 € [E1(866) 231-4032]E € immediately if you
find yourself running late:

e A 60-minute minimum deadline (eg, some busy international gates)

e A 40 minute or 50 minute deadline based on local operational needs — call 2 &

International departures and certain regional hubs sometimes enforce stricter timings

= \With Checked Bags: Get there even earlier to meet the 45 minute baggage drop
deadline — call 22 [E1(866) 231-4032] & for advice on optimal arrival timing
While the 45 minute rule is the minimum, United and travel experts recommend
much earlier arrival to cover:

e Long TSA security lines

e Unexpected delays

e Ticket counter lines

How Does the 45 Minute Rule Affect Boarding?

The 45 minute rule is about check-in and baggage — not boarding Boarding typically
begins well before departure and closes about:

Being at the gate early doesn’t override the requirement that your baggage must be
