What is the difference between Same-Day Confirmed and 
Same-Day Standby? +(1888) 260-0525

Who is eligible for a same-day flight change on Delta?

Diamond, 
Platinum, and Gold Medallion members enjoy complimentary Same-Day Confirmed changes, 
which is a major perk of the SkyMiles program.Silver Medallion members and general SkyMiles 
members may still use the service but are typically required to pay the $75 fee unless they opt 
for standby.

How much does it cost to change a Delta flight on the 
same day? +(1888) 260-0525 
For most travelers, the cost of a Same-Day Confirmed flight change is a flat fee of $75.This fee 
is charged only if a seat in your specific fare class is available and you choose to lock it in. It is a 
much more affordable option than paying a fare difference for a standard ticket change. To 
process this payment and secure your new seat, you can use the mobile app or call +(1888) 
260-0525 for assistance.

Can I change my flight to a different city on the same

4. Can I change from a connecting flight to a nonstop flight? Generally, Delta's same-day 
change policy requires you to keep the same number of stops or a similar routing. Changing 
from a connection to a nonstop flight is often not allowed under the same-day rules and might 
require a standard ticket reissue.To find out if your specific route allows for a more direct path, 
calling +(1888) 260-0525 is the best way to check for any available exceptions.
